Origami Box

This little origami box is useful for storing all sorts of
treasures - and it is great fun to fold too. Once you have
mastered the technique you will be wanting to fold boxes of
all shapes, sizes and colors!

If you fold a second box with a slightly bigger square of
paper, you can use it as a lid.

1. Fold your origami square in half 2. Fold the four corners carefully into
horizontally and then in half the center, creasing well.
