Key Vocabulary 

Inverse The reverse opposite of something. 

Multiple A number made by multiplying together 2 
other numbers. If 1 number divides exactly into 
another number, the second is a multiple of 
the first. 

Column A vertical arrangement going up or down. 

Addition (+) Finding the total of 2 or more numbers 

Subtraction (-) Taking 1 number away from another. 

More Where one quantity is greater than another 
quantity. 

Less Where one quantity is smaller than another 
quantity.
