Decimal fraction

The part of a decimal number to the right of
the decimal point.

It is used o show which digits are whole
numbers and which are fractions.

proportion

Finding the fraction of a whole number.

Proper fraction

Has a value less than 1 whole.

Improper fraction

Where the numerator is greater than the
denominator.
